Ole Larson was a8 man who possesaed man)-friends
and was widely known throughout the state. e was
oot feeling, well last uvight, and .at ag early haur
this woraing Dr. G. W. Frasier was culled to sttend
him. Soon after the do¢tor left his Toom, one of the
women’s roomas up-stairy in the . jailor's reuidehcc,a
pistol shot wus heard, and Mr. Lareon was found deud
ou his-bed. He had placed a pistol to hig right
tewple and death was instautuneous,

Dr. Frasier wus called 1o wee Mr. Lurson sbout $
o’'clack, this morning and found him in a neryous con-
dition”apd his heart very weak. Luarson had -bLeeq
troubled with ditficulty of -the ‘heart, . and weemed to
fear that be wus wbout to: have suother rattack, He
téld the doctor thut he did not feel right; that there
was sorething wrong with his head, aud appeared to
be unable to collect his thoughts. “After administer
ing a stimulant for hig heart, the doctor left, and waus
recalled at 6:30, when Lurson said” his heart theun felt
all right, bat that he felt bLudly .uon his head. After
tatking 4 few minutes Dr. Frasier told him to rewmain
Quiet during the day aand he would be all right.” Aa
the doctor was leaving the little roou Larsou ausked
bim to close the door, which he did, and the shernfl
was left alone upon his bed.




Dr. Frasier went to the drug store and in lesg thun
five minutes he was called by 'phone and informned
that Mr. Larson had shot hinself.

Ole C. Larson has lived in this county frowm his carly
youth and until he eutered the oftice of sheriff he was
one of the rmost prosperous farmers in the county.
Had a large und well stocked farmy iy the towp of
Hamden. He was ubout 45 years of age and leaves his
wife, five daughters and one little son. He was big-
hearted and generous to a fault, and he has fallen a
{¥ictim to his own generous impulues.
